Mr. Romanowski was granted a variance of 12’ for the southern side yard of his property which is located in the Hamlet District so that the new structure may sit 13’ off the property line. 

The structure has cedar vinyl siding and will situate lengthwise on the property with the gambrel side facing Route 81; the existing ditches will be cleaned out and shrubbery planted in front; the garage will be under back of house; the driveway is located on Route 81.

Mr. Romanowski advised that the footprint is marked and flagged. Bill Silk, CEO, will view the property before the next meeting. The Board requested the survey of plot at next meeting. The applicant was provided with the Site Plan Review packet. Fees have been paid to the Town Clerk in the amount of $340.00. Referral to the County Planning Board is required.

The Board conducted a brief review of  the plans as the application was incomplete and fees, as yet, are unpaid. The representatives related that Bill Silk, CEO, was uncertain of the fee due to the size of the project and referred them to the Planning Board (the Town Clerk was on vacation).

They are considering purchasing the property for a summer camp; zoning is Rural Residential. Ultimate build-out on the east side of the road is 10 units, each 1,500 sq. ft., 30’ x 50’. The project is currently under DEC review. Last year, they rented Livingston Manor and had 200 campers at 6 kids per room; however, fire code requires 50 sq ft per camper. 

Board requirements for next meeting:

· detailed map including topography, new buildings and existing buildings; ingress and egress for roadways, emergency vehicles, parking, buses and pedestrians; 

· survey (if existing); 

· long-form SEQRA based on full build-out.

The applicants should work with their surveyor to ensure compliance with all zoning laws which are accessible on the County Website. Department of Health approval is required for septic and water.

Bill Silk or Larry Cooke shall notify the Planning Board upon completion of the above-referenced requirements. The Board will consider a special meeting to expedite the process.
