Aline Galgay, Esq., and architect Elliott Fishman presented the applicant’s survey map and certified building plans. The $25.00 application fee was paid in cash which the secretary forwarded to the bookkeeper along with the application.





The property is under contract contingent upon Board approval. The purchasing entity is not a not-for-profit corporation and will be subject to taxes.





The athletic camp runs two summer sessions, each of one month duration. The intent is to build four additional bunkhouses to comply with code regulations. Each building will house 30 campers and 10 staff. Maximum capacity is 250 people which is the same number as last year. Campers arrive and leave on buses twice per month. The camp’s hours of operation are 8:00 AM - 9:00 PM.





Bill Silk, Bldg. Inspector, and Larry Cooke, Code Enforcement Officer, have viewed the property. Mr. Cooke had concerns regarding ingress and egress from the main highway; he suggested a second entrance; parking should be restricted to parking areas only. The 120’ cul-de-sac meets code but Mr. Cooke would be uncomfortable in the event of an emergency situation; it is not used as a two-way road. Deliveries were made on the front side of the buildings last year. 





The applicants provided a sketch plan enough room to park 22 cars and advised that the bunkhouses will have sprinklers (see Lamont Engineers 803.2.7). Larry Cooke advised that the water supply is sufficient.





Attorney Galgay advised that all conditions had been considered and their presentation encompassed the best of all alternatives, i.e., sprinkler system rather than additional access; 2nd driveway to access back of building, and least disturbance to ground. The goal is to add buildings, not capacity; the resort has been in operation for years. DOH determined last year that new leachfields are required.





The Chairman advised that the aesthetics of the new buildings must be further addressed due to the high visibility location of the new bunkhouses. The Town Attorney expressed concerns regarding the impact to neighbors. Peter and Kathleen scheduled a walk-thru with the architect.


 


The Board further requires:


fully developed landscaping and lighting schedules to buffer southerly neighbors;


proposed treatment for exterior of  buildings (siding/roofing materials);


delineation and number of parking spaces integrated into plan (no parking/deliveries in/on roadways);


Public hearing.











The Applicants submitted:


application with fully developed site plan and $25 fee;


perc tests results (raised septic system);


sketch plan for parking area;


EAF long form with Part 1 completed (the Board will complete Parts 2 & 3, if necessary);


soil results submitted (13 - 30” usable soil; will need to bring in fill).





Kathleen Whitley-Harm reviewed the applicant’s site plan checklist. The applicants are requested to contact the caretaker regarding the location of the waste receptacle and provide a stormwater solution plan during construction to DEC. Bill Silk will contact the Fire Department on behalf of the applicant.





Contingent on receipt of all requirements in the Planning Board’s mailbox 10 days prior to the meeting, a public hearing will be scheduled for May 26, 2009 at 7:30 PM.

Mrs. Cavallaro presented a subdivision map of her 7.114 acre property which she intends to divide into three parcels, measuring 3.05 acres, 2.04 acres and 2.02 acres. She will  install a 1995 double-wide on the front lot for her daughter. A 76’ wide driveway would require a variance for two driveways for minimum road frontage; a Right of Way will be utilized for now. Perc test results have been stamped and signed. Central Hudson will set a pole for underground infrastructure (cable/electric).

Arnie informed the Board members that a Greene/Columbia County partnership between NY Air and Mid-Hudson Cable will apply for economic stimulus funds for cable/wireless infrastructure to provide service where no other methods are available. To present the plan, the towns need to determine key points and expense and provide letters of recommendation. Please contact him with any ideas within the next two weeks. He has already spoken with Kevin Lewis and Warren Hart. There is a 24-month window in which to utilize funds, but can be extended with cause.
