Building Permit for Installation of Wind Turbine

The Stassen’s presented applications for a Building Permit, Special Use Permit and Variance, product information and letter acknowledging risks. The applicants own 15+ acres; the structure requires 300’ radius and a poured concrete foundation. The 10 kW hydraulic turbine tower measures 120’ in height in addition to 16’ blades. The Code Enforcement Officer had no comment. 

The applicants explained that the NYSERDA paperwork took four months to complete and they were anxious to pour the concrete before the frost. The Board members agreed to complete the long form SEQRA with the applicants.

Expansion of Use: New Gas Pump

Applicants purchased the former store and gas station in January 2008; DEC reports on removal of gas tanks were reviewed prior to purchase. Since the grocery store is slow, they would like to put in gas pumps; most residents could appreciate a local gas station. 

The Chairman advised that DEC approval is required before the Greenville Planning Board could take action. Both the Code Enforcement Officer and Building Inspector have concerns regarding the size of the parcel and delivery trucks in the hamlet. There is no current allowable use covering gas stations, and the Board will consider it for a Special Permit as a service establishment in that zone.

Review of New Land Use Code  

Comments:

· Draft Use Regulations: if not listed, special use permit

· Home Occupation definition is in the Definition Section of the new Ordinance.
· Discussion regarding manufactured home park issues: density shall not exceed underlying zoning; mobile home parks must have access from public road; inappropriate in rural residential zone; protecting rural areas/property values.
· mobile home parks must be located on an existing highway (not street); not permitted in Hamlet, Low Density Residential or Rural Residential. Three Board members were in favor; one member dissented

The Chair asked if all members were in favor of approving the land use draft for Town Board review:

Three Board members were in favor; one member dissented.

Discussion

Larry Cooke reported on the status of (Case #2008-15) Eric Pickett’s used car lot. The CEO advised that the vague paper trial may result in a ruling against the town. The travel trailer is to be moved.

The CEO expressed concern that he learned of Dudley’s approval in the Meeting Minutes posted online; an effort is needed to “close the loop” and keep the Building Inspector’s Office informed of Planning Board actions. Minutes will be distributed to the Building Inspector and Code Inforcement Officer.
The CEO recommended that the percentage of grade for driveways and public roads should be addressed in the zoning ordinance. The CEO will recommend a grade to River Street Planning to include in the draft of the Ordinance. 

Van Auken Trucking: The CEO requested the Board’s interpretation of “accessory use”. The proposed 5,000’ warehouse (30’ pole barn construction) will be subordinate to the trucking business The site in question is zoned Highway Commercial and as a warehouse will not create additional noise or traffic.

The Board agreed with the “accessory use” determination.
