Ms. Bagshaw appeared on behalf of her mother, Eleanor Flynn, who would like to subdivide her 21.5 acre parcel into three parcels for her daughters: 9 acres will be deeded to Catherine and Karen, 7.5 acres to Maureen, and 5 acres to Ellen. The existing house is located on the 7.5 acre middle parcel. Because the 5 acre parcel does not meet the minimum lot width requirement of 300’, the matter will be referred to the Zoning Board of Appeals for a variance at their November 30th meeting.





Pursuant to obtaining ZBA approval, the applicants will contact the Assessor for  adjoining property owner information; they were provided the form letter for notification. Certified Returned Receipts are required at the December 22nd joint public hearing.
