The Town Attorney requested that the environmental review of the redesigned sewer and septic systems include any future plans, as well as the previously approved bunkhouses.

 

Mr. Fishman presented a sewage disposal alternatives evaluation to the Board for review and announced their intention to proceed with the on-site wastewater treatment plant.

 

Mary Beth Bianconi of Delaware Engineering provided a detailed memo outlining the project’s requirements.

 

All DEC/DOH permits must be provided to the Code Enforcement Officer as a condition of approval.

In response to Mr. Elsbree’s objection to the lack of public notification of the special meetings, the Town Attorney proposed that the applicant send informational notices by Certified Return Receipt to all adjoining landowners for both the April 13th and April 27th meetings.
